- What reason does Paul give for continuously praying for the churches
he is writing to?

- What does Paul ask for God to give to the letter's audience? (v. 17-19).

- What sorts of things is Paul asking for in his prayer?
- What sorts of things is Paul not asking for?
- What is stated about the power Paul mentions in verse 19?
- What is said about God in this passage?
- God the Father? Jesus Christ? The Holy Spirit?
- How is God said to bless his people in this passage?
